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Discipline 

1 Timothy 4:6


“…you will be a good servant of Christ Jesus, constantly nourished on the words of the faith and of the sound doctrine which you have been following.”

This means a Pastor will maintain a personal relationship with God, characterized by a lifestyle of worship through prayer, bible study, confession of sin, and pursuit of holiness.

Supporting verses:

1 Timothy 2:1
First of all, then, I urge that entreaties and prayers, petitions and thanksgivings, be made on behalf of all men, 

1 Peter 5:8
Be of sober spirit, be on the alert. Your adversary, the devil, prowls around like a roaring lion, seeking someone to devour.

1 Timothy 5:22
Do not lay hands upon anyone too hastily and thereby share responsibility for the sins of others; keep yourself free from sin. 

Accountability
1 Peter 5:1-3

1 Therefore, I exhort the elders among you, as your fellow elder and witness of the sufferings of Christ, and a partaker also of the glory that is to be revealed, 2 shepherd the flock of God among you, exercising oversight not under compulsion, but voluntarily, according to the will of God; and not for sordid gain, but with eagerness; 3 nor yet as lording it over those allotted to your charge, but proving to be examples to the flock.

This means the Pastor will work with the Elders of the Church as they mutually seek to discover, understand, articulate, and champion God’s vision for the current and future ministry of the church.
Supporting verses:

Titus 2:7
in all things show yourself to be an example of good deeds, with purity in doctrine, dignified,

1 Timothy 4:12
Let no one look down on your youthfulness, but rather in speech, conduct, love, faith and purity, show yourself an example of those who believe.

2 Timothy 2:16
But avoid worldly and empty chatter…

2 Timothy 1:13
Retain the standard of sound words…

Equipping the Flock
1 Timothy 1:3-5

“…instruct certain men not to teach strange doctrines, 4 nor to pay attention to myths and endless genealogies, which give rise to mere speculation rather than furthering the administration of God which is by faith. 5 But the goal of our instruction is love from a pure heart and a good conscience and a sincere faith.”

This means a Pastor instructs in the Word of Truth so that the flock will be equipped to teach others also.  It means a Pastor will devote time weekly to Bible study directly related to his teaching and preaching responsibilities.  Equipping will also take the form of meeting with members of the Body who are, or want to be engaged in the ministries of prayer, discipleship, counseling, visitation, hospitality and caring… to make sure they are trained to participate in these activities.  The Pastor will be responsible to preach and teach on a consistent basis in worship and other smaller venues, like home teams, bible studies, or one-on-one discipleship.
Supporting verses:

2 Timothy 2:25 
with gentleness correcting those who are in opposition, if perhaps God may grant them repentance leading to the knowledge of the truth,

1 Timothy 6:19
storing up for themselves the treasure of a good foundation for the future, so that they may take hold of that which is life indeed. 

2 Timothy 4:2
preach the word; be ready in season and out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort, with great patience and instruction.

Titus 2:1
But as for you, speak the things which are fitting for sound doctrine. 

Titus 2:15
These things speak and exhort and reprove with all authority. Let no one disregard you.

Titus 3:8
This is a trustworthy statement; and concerning these things I want you to speak confidently, so that those who have believed God will be careful to engage in good deeds. These things are good and profitable for men. 

1 Timothy 6:20
O Timothy, guard what has been entrusted to you, avoiding worldly and empty chatter and the opposing arguments of what is falsely called "knowledge". 

1 Timothy 5:20
Those who continue in sin, rebuke in the presence of all, so that the rest also will be fearful of sinning.
Evangelism

2 Timothy 4:5

But you, be sober in all things, endure hardship, do the work of an evangelist, fulfill your ministry. 

This means a Pastor is to serve alongside other members of the Body of Christ in the fulfillment of the Great Commission.

Supporting Verses:

1 Timothy 4:10
For it is for this we labor and strive, because we have fixed our hope on the living God, who is the Savior of all men, especially of believers. 

2 Timothy 1:8
Therefore do not be ashamed of the testimony of our Lord or of me His prisoner, but join with me in suffering for the gospel according to the power of God,

2 Timothy 4:17
But the Lord stood with me and strengthened me, so that through me the proclamation might be fully accomplished, and that all the Gentiles might hear… 
Encourage, Exhort the flock to exercise their spiritual gifts within the Body of Christ.
1 Timothy 4:14  Do not neglect the spiritual gift within you…

This means a Pastor is always encouraging the Body of Christ to engage in discovery and development of the Spiritual gift that God gives uniquely to every believer.  The Pastor will from time to time preach sermons or teach seminars for those who want to discover these spiritual gifts.

Supporting Verses:

Ephesians 4:12-13
for the equipping of the saints for the work of service, to the building up of the body of Christ; 13 until we all attain to the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a mature man, to the measure of the stature which belongs to the fullness of Christ.
Titus 3:14
Our people must also learn to engage in good deeds to meet pressing needs, so that they will not be unfruitful.
